
Seven Final Things 
1Corinthians 15:22-24 

Much speculation regarding the end of time 
John 8:31-32 So Jesus was saying to those Jews who had believed Him, “If you continue in My word, then you are truly disciples of 
Mine; and you will know the truth, and the truth will make you free.” 

Jesus Shall Return 
1Corinthians 15:22-24 For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive. But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits, 
after that those who are Christ’s at His coming, then comes the end, when He hands over the kingdom to the God and Father, when He 
has abolished all rule and all authority and power. 
1Thessalonians 4:17 Then we who are alive and remain will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, 
and so we shall always be with the Lord. 
Hebrews 9:28 so Christ also, having been offered once to bear the sins of many, will appear a second time for salvation without 
reference to sin, to those who eagerly await Him. 

Dead Will Be Raised 
John 5:28-29 Do not marvel at this; for an hour is coming, in which all who are in the tombs will hear His voice, and will come forth; 
those who did the good deeds to a resurrection of life, those who committed the evil deeds to a resurrection of judgment. 
John 11:24 Martha said to Him, “I know that he will rise again in the resurrection on the last day.” 
Acts 24:15 having a hope in God, which these men cherish themselves, that there shall certainly be a resurrection of both the righteous 
and the wicked. 
1Thessalonians 4:16 For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet 
of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first. 

All Will Be Changed 
1Corinthians 15:50-52 Now I say this, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does the perishable inherit 
the imperishable. Behold, I tell you a mystery; we will not all sleep, but we will all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, 
at the last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed. 

This Present Earth Will Come to A Close 
2Peter 3:10 But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements will be 
destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be burned up. 

Judgment of All Men 
Hebrews 9:27 And inasmuch as it is appointed for men to die once and after this comes judgment, 
Ecclesiastes 12:13-14 The conclusion, when all has been heard, is: fear God and keep His commandments, because this applies to every 
person. For God will bring every act to judgment, everything which is hidden, whether it is good or evil. 
2Corinthians 5:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in 
the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad. 
John 5:22 For not even the Father judges anyone, but He has given all judgment to the Son, 
John 12:48 He who rejects Me and does not receive My sayings, has one who judges him; the word I spoke is what will judge him at 
the last day. 
Romans 14:11-12 For it is written, “As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to ME, and every tongue shall give praise to God.” So 
then each one of us will give an account of himself to God. 
Romans 2:16 ... God will judge the secrets of men through Christ Jesus. 
Revelation 20:12-15 And I saw the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne, and books were opened; and another 
book was opened, which is the book of life; and the dead were judged from the things which were written in the books, according to 
their deeds. And the sea gave up the dead which were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead which were in them; and they were 
judged, every one of them according to their deeds. Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, 
the lake of fire. And if anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire. 

Reign of Christ Will Be Given Up 
1Timothy 2:5-6 For there is one God, and one mediator also between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a 
ransom for all, the testimony given at the proper time. 
1Corinthians 15:25-28 For He must reign until He has put all His enemies under His feet. The last enemy that will be abolished is death. 
For HE has put all things in subjection under His feet. But when He says, “All things are put in subjection,” it is evident that He is excepted 
who put all things in subjection to Him. When all things are subjected to Him, then the Son Himself also will be subjected to the One 
who subjected all things to Him, so that God may be all in all. 

The Kingdom of Our Lord Will Be Delivered to God 
1Corinthians 15:24 then comes the end, when He hands over the kingdom to the God and Father, when He has abolished all rule and 
all authority and power. 
Matthew 16:18-19 I also say to you that you are Peter, and upon this rock I will build My church; and the gates of Hades will not 
overpower it. I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven; and whatever you bind on earth shall have been bound in heaven, and 
whatever you loose on earth shall have been loosed in heaven. 
Colossians 1:13 For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son, 
Revelation 1:9-10 I, John, your brother and fellow partaker in the tribulation and kingdom and perseverance which are in Jesus, was 
on the island called Patmos because of the word of God and the testimony of Jesus. I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day, and I heard 
behind me a loud voice like the sound of a trumpet, 



John 3:5 Jesus answered, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.” 

Should That End Come Now How Will You Stand? 
1Thessalonians 4:17-18 Then we who are alive and remain will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the 
air, and so we shall always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort one another with these words.
